Association (AMSA). Since its founding AMSA has sponsored a diverse series of programs whose goal 

is the encouragement of medallic art in the United States and Canada. This is effected through a 

wide range of activities offered to its ever-growing membership and for the public. 

Four times a year AMSA's regular meetings feature a variety of technical and artistic lectures as well 

as providing a face-to-face forum for the interchange of information and opinion which has created a 

true medallic community. 

Seminars and workshops like this summer’s Trout Run Medallic Symposium help enlarge the 

community to reach members at various locations throughout the continent. Recently sponsored 

shows such as The New Medal traveling show, the United Nations 50" Anniversary Exhibition titled 

Relief Efforts at Lehman College, and at the Canon House Rotunda in Washington DC and the 

Lautenberg Jewish Community Center Exhibition in New Jersey bring the aesthetic possibilities of the 

medal to art lovers around the country. 

This catalog documents a unique international exhibition of medallic art. This show celebrates the 

15" Anniversary of the existence of the American Medallic Sculpture Association and the British Art 

Medal Society, and their mutual mission of promoting the art medal. 

On display are medals chosen to represent the best in medallic art. Medals in this joint exhibition 

reflect different themes, and project powerful images and ideas. One will notice the great diversity in 
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size, shape, style and materials. Most important is that each piece expresses the innermost feelings of 
each artist, whether it is a political statement, a commemoration of an event, or a burst of whimsy. It 
is our hope that these art medals will be admired by those who appreciate and collect works of fine 
art. 

Lastly, as this catalog goes to print, we are happy to announce that this show will continue on to the 
Museum of the American Numismatic Association in Colorado Springs, CO. The show will have a 
grand opening there July 11, 1998 and will close September 30, 1998.

A Celebration of Fifteen Years of Medallic Art 

In the early 1980s, the art of the medal in the United States and Britain was in a perilous situation. The 1970s 

had witnessed the boom and bust of the silver proof medal, marketed primarily on the basis of subject matter 

and investment potential. By 1982, talented artists in both countries were left with experience in medallic art 

and little opportunity to practice their craft. A handful of collectors also retained an interest in contemporary 

medals. With the departure of the merchandisers, these lovers of the medal were left to their own devices. 

In this situation, two new organizations were born: The British Art Medal Society and The American Medallic 

Sculpture Association. Though they were founded independently and have developed in different directions, 

the two groups have much in common. Their focus on the art of the medal has led to a primary emphasis on 

providing opportunities for medallic sculptors to exchange information and to exhibit their work. Though 

comprising mainly of artists, both groups have welcomed collectors and dealers into their ranks and have 

enjoyed the support of established numismatic museums. Each has pursued a mission of educating the public 

in the potential of the medal as a medium of fine art. Until now, the two organizations have encountered each 

other, and the rest of the medallic world, chiefly through the biennial FIDEM congresses, especially those held 

in Colorado Springs in 1987 and in London in 1992. 

This first joint exhibit of AMSA and BAMS allows both groups to share with each other and with the public 

their achievements. The generous support of Jonathan H. Kagan, Krause Publications, Richard Margolis, the 

C.A. Brown Foundry, and the Medallic Art Company have permitted the publication of this permanent record 

of the exhibition.

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The British Art Medal Society 

The British Art Medal Society (BAMS) was founded in 1982 to promote the art of the medal through 
commissions, exhibitions, publications, and events. The society acts as a forum where artists, 
academics, collectors and dealers can meet, and is affiliated to the international organisation, the 
Fédération Internationale de la Médaille (FIDEM). 

BAMS commissions medals for sale to its members (and to the general public) from internationally 
recognized sculptors as well as from students and young artists. Most of these are British, but the 
society has also given commissions to medallists of other countries. The work that has resulted is 
extremely diverse: portraiture, abstraction, political comment and celebration are all features of the 
130 or so medals produced so far under the society’s auspices. Most are cast in bronze and patinated 
by the artist; others are struck from hand-engraved dies. The variety is immense. 

Recognizing that the future of the medal lay largely in the hands of young artists, in 1993 the society 
initiated its Student Medal Projects, through which the students in sculpture departments of art 
colleges are introduced to the medium. The students learn about the medallic tradition, but are 
encouraged to experiment - with spectacular results. Each year prizes are awarded, and the medals 
produced by the students are shown in an exhibition, for which a catalogue is produced. The prize- 
winning medals also form part of BAMS’ entry to the Royal Academy’s summer exhibition, another 
initiative which has led to the inclusion of medals in this popular exhibition for the first time in many 
years. 

The society also gives advice to collectors - individuals, businesses, organisations - who are thinking 
of commissioning a medal. It organises exhibitions and events, including its annual weekend confer- 



lib 

ences, which take place at venues selected for their historical or artistic connections. In the past 
these have included Durham, St. Ives, York, Edinburgh and Cambridge. The programme for these 
includes talks by artists and academics, visits to places of interest, and a practical workshop, where 
members can try their hand at different medal-making skills. A series of lectures on both 
contemporary and historical subjects is also held each winter in London. 

The Medal, the society’s internationally acclaimed journal, appears twice yearly. Profusely 
illustrated, it contains articles on historical and contemporary medals and their makers, book reviews, 
and reports on medallic events and exhibitions worldwide. It provides a rich source of information 
and contacts for collectors and artists alike. 

All members of BAMS receive The Medal. 
There are four categories of membership. 

e Ordinary Members make an annual donation of £20 to the British Art Medal Trust, the registered 
charity associated with BAMS, and purchase at least one medal a year. (These range in price from 
about £40 to £120.) 

e Corporate Members make an annual donation of £50 and purchase at least one medal a year. 

e Associate Members make an annual donation of £25 (£30 outside Europe) 

e Student Members make an annual donation of £12.50 (£17.50 outside Europe)
